The Novel:   Fahrenheit 451 by Ray Bradbury. You are going to be given a book; it should come with you every day. Do not lose it nor forget to bring it to class. You will lose participation points if you fail to keep the book with you and bring it to class. 

The Packet: Much like the Troy Packet, which was a practice run for the novel packet, you are to stay current with packet questions. All questions should be answered and all parts of the question must be completed for full credit. This is a large chunk of the Novel Unit. 

The Reading Quizzes: They may come at any time, and are not announced. You are expected to keep up with the reading assigned, so be sure you do. There is a calendar attached on the back of the form if you want to write reading assignments in there.

Participation: Stay awake, stay involved in the conversation, do not be a disruption. This includes showing up, as well as participating in discussions and having good questions!

Essays & Tests: May strike at any time. Five paragraph essays, as well as essay tests are a possibility. Always be prepared. 

Outside & Additional Assignments: These will usually include vocabulary, pre-reading and supplementary assignments. They may seem to have little to do with the novel but in reality serve to get you thinking and talking about some of the themes in the novel. 

Wiggio Journals: Wiggio is an online journaling site; it’s like a blog, but it is private and may only be visited by you, and me. Once a week, starting asap, I will post a question for you to answer. You must answer the question, all parts of it, in no less than 4 – 6 sentences. In addition, you must respond, thoughtfully, to no less than 1 other person in class. You may not answer in one word answers, nor simply say, “I agree, or I disagree”, you must explain why you agree or disagree, what about the other person’s comments you find odd or interesting. You may complete the journal online at any time, and Fridays in class. Persons with technical issues need to speak to me for accommodations to be made. 
Schedule: We will work during the week, and Fridays will be time in class to work. They are silent study hall days and may be used to complete weekly packet questions, complete reading or you may go online to complete the Wiggio. Do not attempt to do nothing all week and think you will catch up on Fridays. You will not have the time, and will be given weekend reading assignments. Fridays are an excellent time to complete this reading and the packet questions. If you fall behind, you will not have time for either.

29. Clarisse says Guy is not like the other firemen. In what ways does she say he is different?

30. Describe the hound and what it does. What kind of mood (emotion) does its description give the reader?

31. Why does the Hound scare Montag?

32. What new character did we meet?

33. What question does Montag ask about the hound that seems odd to the Captain?
34. In what kind of places does Guy see Clarisse? How is this similar to the last time he saw her?

35. Why isn’t Clarisse in school?

(Tone = the way the author wants you to feel, so they use special words or sentences to make you feel a certain way).

41. Montag describes the other firemen using a lot of imagery! What do they look like, or smell like? What kind of tone do these images create?

42. What question does Montag ask the captain, and what is the Captain’s response?

43. Give me a brief history of the firemen.

44. Who do the firemen encounter at today’s fire? What does she say?

45. An allusion is a reference to a famous person, or in this case, a historical event. What allusion does the person make to the Firemen when they arrive?
46. How is this fire different from all the others?
47. Whoa! Look at all the similes, metaphors and imagery about the books on page 37! Copy down one of these things, and tell me what it is (simile, metaphor, imagery). How does this description tell us Montag feels about the things he is destroying?

48. At the end of 37, Montag calls himself a thief! What did he take?

49. Beatty tries to explain to the woman why the books are dumb – what is his reason?

50. What does the old woman do?

51. Why explains the allusion to Montag? What does he explain to Montag? Why do you think the woman said this to the firemen?
